Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 

 

Grace to you and peace from God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ! 

 Christ is risen! As you know, yesterday, March 31, was Easter, and I was grateful to                       

celebrate the resurrection of our Lord with you from dawn to morning. I would like to express my 

gratitude to Joy for allowing us to have the Easter sunrise service at her place. May God bless us 

and all those who need the risen Lord who defeats the power of death and gives hope for God’s 

great victory. 

 In the four Gospels, we can see the journey of Jesus with his disciples usually, a large 

crowd followed him. When Jesus went on to the Lake of Galilee, many people followed him from 

everywhere (Mk. 3:7-8). They heard Jesus’ astonishing teaching; how he healed the sick and cast 

out demons; they heard whom he called to follow him. Probably, the crowd might expect that 

they also could have an opportunity to experience his ministry in person. They might consider 

how they could meet this incredible teacher and finally make their way to a place where they 

could find hope, although they hardly knew about him. What they knew about him was just a                  

rumor, a verbal report passed from person to person. 
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But they might know what they needed. Some might need new insights; some physical and 

emotional healing and recovery; some absolute freedom from demons. They would know one thing 

about them, that they were people who needed to be restored, rearranged, and reborn. And they    

would know that this teacher from Galilee could be the One who could renew, recover, and redeem 

them. They would travel across the land and follow him to see, meet, and hear from him. And it’s the 

same thing. We are people who need to be reordered, restored, and reborn, and Christ is the One who 

can recreate us as we were created to be. As the crowd did, we also rise from our places of despair 

and distress and come to our Lord to follow him. Let our risen Lord refresh and renew us, as we keep 

following him.
